Articles of Association

interACT World Theater Network

Article 1

interACT is the name of the world theatre network, founded on 15 March, 2009, in Skopje, Republic of Macedonia

Article 2

interACT has its own graphic uniqueness, logo, and seal.

Article 3

Article 4

interACT is founded on the principals of UNESCO:

interACT promotes the drafting and implementation of standard-setting instruments in the cultural field; safeguards cultural diversity and encourages dialogue between cultures and civilizations; and enhances linkages between culture and development, through capacity building and knowledge sharing.

Article 5

interACT is a non-political organization, which is eager to work for culture without limits.  interACT works against cultural discrimination and prejudice.

Article 6

interACT is an international consortium of theatre companies and festivals, developed to support and present new, progressive theatre through inter-cultural residencies, artistic barter, and festival participation.  The network envisions theatre as a lingua franca, a shared language, which crosses boundaries, obliterates difference, and provides a flow of energy and knowing between people of different cultures, ethnic backgrounds, and cultural concerns.

Article 7

interACT connects progressive theatres, institutions, and festivals in Europe, North America, and Asia, and provides sources of inspiration, artistic possibility, travel, and networking opportunities.  The ultimate goal of interACT is to create – through the medium of live theatre – deeper knowledge of the contemporary world.  interACT envisions theatre as an active agent in cultural transformation and renewal.  

Article 8

interACT is comprised of Four platforms:

1. Performance – interACT members explore new methods of theatrical expression through training, workshops and residencies.

2. New Works – interACT explores new methods for creating Global Theatre, including the development of new plays intended for global audiences.

3. Productions – interACT provides support for fully staged co-productions between member theatres.

4. Cultural Exchange – interACT members provide opportunities for mutual exchange between interACT organizations and individual artists. 

Article 9

The General Summit of interACT will be held at least once a year.  

Article 10

interACT is governed by a Program Board of seven members.  Decisions adopted by the Program Board are binding if adopted by a simple majority of members present at the General Summit.

Article 11

The board’s officers include a President, Vice President, and General Secretary, elected at the General Summit every three years.  Following each election, the General Secretary continues on the board for three months to one year, in order to provide continuity and advice for new officers.

Article 12

Proposals presented by the Program Board are approved by a simple majority of members present at the General Summit.

Article 13

Members at the General Summit of interACT discuss and approve the Programme and annual report presented by the President, Vice-President, and General Secretary.

Article 14

President, Vice-President, Secretary General, and members of Program Board are elected every three years at the General Summit.

Article 15

The main office of the Secretary General of interACT is based at International Theatre Festival MOT, Quay Dimitar Vlajov, b.b. PO Box 690, 1000 Skopje, Macedonia

Article 16

Annual membership fees for member organizations are 200 Euro.

Article 17

Membership criteria for interACT will be developed by the Program Board, and presented to all members for approval.  

Article 18

Membership in interACT is terminated to those who, over a period of two years, are not engaged in the professional activities of interACT.  Membership is terminated with a decision at the General Summit, in a proposal submitted buy the president of interACT.

Article 19

The members of the Program Board are elected by a simple majority of members present at the General Summit.

Article 20

For special programs and activities, special coordinators can be elected at the General Summit.  They will plan and organize programs, with the advice and consent of the Program Board.

Article 21

The Articles of Association can be changed if proposed by the Program Board and adopted by a simple majority of members present at the General Summit.

Article 22

The activities and projects of interACT can be funded through a variety of sources, including international culture funding, ministries of culture, embassies, municipalities, private funding sources, or others.

Article 23

A request for a change of the Articles of Association can be submitted by interACT members in the form of a proposal to the General Secretary, and decided by a vote at the General Summit.

Article 24

The Program Board of interACT will establish Rules and Regulations for their work, and adopted at the General Summit.

Article 25

Rules and Regulations will be approved by a simple majority of members present at the General Summit.

Article 26

The president of interACT chairs the sessions of the General Summit.  In case of the president’s absence, the Vice-President or General Secretary will chair sessions.

Article 27

The President, Vice-President, and General Secretary of interACT represent the network in public and private, and at meetings, summits, and other gatherings.
